TUITION 
Every month there is a memo on the tu-
ition policy.  It is repeated below. 

It seems that during the holidays a great 
number of people are late with their tu-
ition. 

We want you to know that January tuition 
is due by Decemeber 31 to be discounted.  
You can drop your check off at the studio 
through the mail slot on the office door 
or pay on line with paypal at the studio 
websige. 

If you wait until classes resume to pay 
tuition it will be a the higher rate. The 
regular rate is $5 per class more.

If you wait until after the 5th it will be at 
the higher rate plus a $15 late fee added. 

  Discounted = Tuition received by the last     	
         day of previous month
Regular =  Tuition received between the  	
       1st -  5th 
Late = Tuition received after the 5th.

TUITION PRE-PAY 
The fall pre-pay has expired and those of 
you that took advantage of it can choose to 
pay monthly tuition starting with January 
or do another prepay for Jan-May.  That 
would be due by Dec 31.
